3. Safe and Healthy Schools, Christine Paul

We have had a few cases but only one we know of that potentially spread via the classroom last
school year. Most of our positive cases spread through the household so we ask parents to be
cautious and keep your child home if they are not feeling well. We are spacing seats at least 3 feet
apart and maintain seating charts so we can identify students who may have been in close
proximity with someone who has tested positive. Masks are mandated, an opt out form is
available for parents who do not agree. Most of the students do wear masks. The latest
information regarding procedures is found under MCSD Covid-19 Response, linked from the
district main webpage. The School Board will examine community conditions every two weeks to
determine best measures to take.
